Tuesday’s – Eastington Village Hall 

MORNINGS AND EVENINGS

(3 mins from M5 J13 - Stroud) 

Maximum number of dogs 10

Starters: - These classes start at 9.45am and 6.00pm, so we like you to arrive at 9.35am or 5.50pm they finish at 10.45am and 7.15pm.  The class is truly for puppies and dogs that need ‘basic’ training.  We use it to teach key training such as stays, walking to heel and coming back when called.

This class is for those that want to go a step further, possibly into competitive training (obedience or agility) and for those who want to learn tricks and fun exercises.
